of the Organization / Department
	The Federation of Argentine Winemaking Cooperatives (FECOVITA) is a second degree cooperative associating 29 primary wine cooperatives located throughout the province of Mendoza, which join together 5000 people, among members and wine producers. These small wine-growers joined together in cooperatives to create synergies in winemaking and in the placement of their production on the market. With the creation of FECOVITA and the subsequent acquisition of the fractioning unit and the commercialization of Bodegas y Viñedos Giol, producers manage to participate with their production in domestic and international market among the wine industry leaders. With this successful integration, the enterprise producers receive better information about the types of wines required by the market and invest in improving the varietal composition of vineyards based on market needs. Producers purchase machinery, improve agricultural practices and working methods in order to adapt their productions to FECOVITA requirements. In turn, the associated cooperatives continuously make major investments in advanced technology to achieve a better wine quality every day.

	Short Description of the Project idea 

(if foreseeable)
	These project has the objective to obtain experts counseling in order to train the local work team in analytical methodologies to determine oenological potential in field or laboratory to differentiate the quality of raw material (grapes) from our associated in advance.

Knowing this information through objective parameters before harvesting will allow us to improve the planning in the winemaking process and to apply different technology of oenology that maximize the results of the team.

It is necessary to incorporate a non-destructive technology which make instants measurements of oenological variables (such as NIR-near infrared) to give the information to our associated. Also through the geolocated measurements, the winery would visualize in a simple way these information. 

The speed of measurement and processing a large amounts of data is essential to the account of producers that are dispersed in the different oases of the province of Mendoza.

 Another important thing to have in consideration is that the average size of cooperative producers plots are very small (approximately 2.5 ha per plot) and also there are several differences of quality between them. 

Being able to count on a large volume of data with objectivity and speed will allow us  to maximize the economic benefit for a better use of the raw material and to adjust the remunerations to the different actors in function of the different qualities contributed. Getting to know wich is de most adecuate tecnology for our reality is a matter to solve whith experts counseling.
