of the Organization / Department
	The Instituto Interdisciplinario Puneño has been working in the area of Laguna Blanca in the Argentinean altiplano for the last 25 years, leading archaeological and ethnoarchaeological investigations within the old settlements. 

The projects developed by our Institute center around the study of a large cultural landscape of 10.000km², where we have identified 7 archaeological settlements (the largest covers approximately a surface of 450 hectares) some of which have been occupied continuously for the last 2000 years, caves inhabited about 6000 years BP, as well as some sites with Rock Paintings. 

We are developing investigations within the fields of archaeological irrigation systems, 
ceramology, zooarchaeology, archaeobotany, funerary practices, and architecture in two of the 7 settlements, occupied continuously since the beginning of the Christian era.
The InIP-UNCA also runs a university museum in the area of Laguna Blanca, as we are advocating for a “socially useful archaeology”, where scientific investigation plays a role in the ongoing process which plans to look at the identity claims for five legally recognized local indigenous communities. Here there are a reception and interpretation center with university residence, library and laboratories for the stay of the investigators in the work field.
The institute also has a headquarters in the capital city, equipped with a laboratory, specialized instruments or the analysis of archaeological objects and computer equipments for data processing.

The InIP-UNCA has its own sources of funding, coming from the university budget, in addition to funding through the various ongoing projects, for expenses of research and maintenance of professionals and students in the field.
