	Previous Related Projects / Research Experience
	At the Center for Health and Environment Studies, one of the research lines of our lab is the study of the etiology of allergic disorders. As part of this, we have been studying the immunological basis involved in the protective effect of T. gondii infection on the development of allergies. The results obtained led us to search for microorganism’s proteins with immunomodulatory properties that could be used to build up strategies to immunoregulate responses to allergens. The second research line is based on the study of the immune protection capacity of different Toxoplasma gondii antigens in the formulation of vaccines against chronic and congenital toxoplasmosis in murine models. 

	Short Description of the Project idea 

(if foreseeable)
	We are currently studying the immunomodulation properties of two molecules of Toxoplasma gondii:  the serine-protease inhibitor TgPI-1, and the chaperone Hsp10, with the aim to include them as candidates to treat inflammatory disorders such as bronchial asthma and dermatitis.
Regarding the development of vaccines against T. gondii infection, we are studying the protective value of novel antigens with known activities during parasite infection.  We are evaluating subunit vaccines based on recombinant proteins in individual or multiantigenic formulations.
